INSURANCE FOR JERSEY HOCKEY MEMBERS, PLAYERS, COACHES & UMPIRES 
Jersey Hockey Limited (“JHL”) buys legal liability insurance to protect its members, players, coaches & umpires against claims made by third parties and actions arising from member to member liability incidents.

All members, players, coaches and umpires have a responsibility to ensure that anything they do does not cause injury or financial loss to others or damage to their property. If they do, and negligence is proven, they could become legally liable to pay compensation. Accidents can and will happen, and in this age of litigation all members, players, coaches and umpires are vulnerable to claims which can potentially involve large sums of money. 
Appropriate cover is therefore essential and Jersey Hockey provides legal liability protection underwritten by Insurance Corporation of the Channel Islands (“ICCI”) for all Jersey Hockey members.
This policy provides indemnity to the individual, should they be sued for negligence by a third party.
The policy covers for example a coaching session member injuring themselves allegedly due to the coach’s inappropriate supervision. This can also be true of umpires, who could be responsible for the pitch where a game may be played, and may find themselves in an civil action when a player is injured as a result of proceeding with play when playing surface or lighting was not in a safe or appropriate condition.
The liability insurance cover issued by ICCI includes:

1. PUBLIC LIABILITY - Accidental bodily injury to third parties and/or damage to third party property arising out of the insured activities. Cover includes damage to leased or rented premises, trespass, nuisance and pollution. The interest of principals (land/property owners, etc.) is also insured. 
2. LIMIT OF INDEMNITY - £5 Million any one occurrence
3. POLICY NUMBER – RKE385467
To clarify, this insurance policy does not cover any person for claims submitted for the following types of loss:

1. Medical Expenses

2. Dental 

3. Personal Accident
4. Travel
5. Loss or Damage to Hockey Equipment 

In the event of any claim or potential circumstance that might give rise to a claim, an accident report form should be completed and passed to the Jersey Hockey Administrator as soon as possible
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
